Guidelines for submissions 

After reviewing the rosters: 

1. Submit via email (using the form below) the name and any additional information you may have for each person you know to have died who is not listed or whose listing is inaccurate.  You do not need to supply all the information; the name alone of a deceased will be helpful. 

2. For people already listed on the deceased roster, add/correct any missing information you may have by creating a separate submission for that person. 

3. Please do NOT send a submission unless you are SURE this person has died. 

4. For deceased Staff: see additional question for Staff at bottom.
